“laboratory” assignments at the
University Farm or at Instructor
Kob Ryen'’s lab on Stone Road.

Six saddle-bred horses and five
Hunter's and Jumpers also moved to
their new stable on June 15th, just
in time for the Summer Session. The
near-complete equine domicile is
located on the 200-acre plot which
comprises Blue Grass Park and will

| accommodate 20 to 30 horses. Al-

though located behind Blue Grass
Airport, Mr. Ryen, Instructor in Ani-

| mal Husbandry, says that half an

hour found the horses acclamated
to the frequent buzzings.

During a regular semester, Mr.
Ryen generally teaches five classes
at UK, offers private instruction,
rents his horses at reasonable hourly
rates, and, when weather permits,
conducts moonlight rides.

At present he is training three
horses and boarding and schooling
one at the new stable, which he
rents from the Park. All this adds up
to keeping one man pretty busy.
His average day runs (perhaps gal-
lops) from 6 am. to 7 pm.

Two UK students, Malcolm Cole,
and Arts & Sciences junior, and
John Brewer, an Ag College junior,
are employed as stable hands.

During the two and half years
which Mr. Ryen, a native Norweigan,

has been in this country he has
taught 343 boys and girls the prin-
ciples of good horsemanship. At his
Norway Academy, however, he has
schooled Swedish, Danish, French,
Norweigan, German, Russian, Dutch,
English, and Irish students in horse-
| manship. He says that he has found
that over 75 percent of his Ameri
can students continue their riding
or their interests in the equine race
after some instruction.

Cooper Retires From Ag School
After Over 33 Years Of Service

Kentucky's oumandmg citizen of
the year, as Poe Cooper,
Dean of the Cuuege of Agriculture
and Home Economics for the past
33 years will retire July 1, at the
age of 70, making way for a younger
dean at UK.

Many changes and improvements
have taken place since Dean Cooper,
a native of Tllinois and an adopted
son of Kentucky, came to the Uni-
versity in 1918. Enrolliment has in-
creased from 125 students in agri-

culture and 90 students in home
economics to more than 1,000. Last
year 225 students graduated from
the College of Agriculture and Home
Economics. The size of the campus
experiment station farm has doubled
two sub-experiment stations, totaling
more than 15,000 acres, were added,
and a modern educational research
plant has been built.

UNDER HIS LEADERSHIP new
faculty members have been added
to the staff, courses strengthened,
scholarships provided worthy stu-
dents, better teaching facilities, and
the department of home economics
has been made an integral part of
the College of Agriculture, which is

nized as one of the finest in
the United States.

The distinguished educator, also
director of UK's Agricultural Experi-
ment Station and Extension Divis-
fon, is a pioneer in agricultural edu-
cation. He is considered by many to
have done more for Kentucky agri-
culture than any other man, in im-
proving the lot of farmers and

Should File
For Degrees

All seniors who expect to com-
plete their requirements for grad-
uation at the close of the summer
term and who have not at a pre-
vious time made application for de-
grees, are requested to do so on
Priday, June 29 or Saturday,
30. This applies also to Graduate
Students who expect to complete
their requirements for graduate de-
grees. All applications should be
filed in Room 16 of the Administra-
tion Building.

As the commencement lists are
made from these cards, it is very im-
portant to file an application at
this time.

Candidates for the bachelor’s de-
gree will be charged a graduation
fee of $9. This will cover the rental
of cap and gown, diploma, the Ken-
tuckian, and other necessary ex-
penses. Candidates for advanced de-
grees, other than the doctorate, will
be charged a fee of $20 which will
cover the above with the exception
of the Kentuckian and in addition
the cost of the hood to be pre-
sented the candidate. The fee for
candidates for the doctorate is $25
Graduation fees are payable not
later than the fourth day preceding
the commencement which will be
Monday, Aug. 6.
