My Dear Miss Clay:

My brother tells me that by the
same post that brousht him the petition
in relation to the chalir of Dean of Wo-
men in the State College, he recelved
also a letter from Miss Neville offering
herself for the position. This fact sug-
gested to him two suppositions: that the
women whose names were appended to the
petition were acting in concert with Miss
Neville, and also that, from the empha-
sis laid upon a university tralining, some
eontrast was implied with regard to me.
T t0ld him that you had informed me ¥You
were not acting in the interest of any
individual, and assured him that the per-
sons who framed the petition had all ex-
pressed themselves in special admiration
of my ability and my work, and that nev-
er,consciously, would they do anything
that could be a means of injury to me.
However, the opposite was the impression
made upon him, and he feared it might be
the impression made upon others. No con-
certed effort was made in my behal f,and
T secured my place unaided by organized
- support. The indication would seem to




be,therefore,that my appointment had not
given satisfactlon, seeing that such con-
certed effort appears in behalf of an-
other young woman in my own community.
Individually I should be sincerely glad
to see the chalir that has been suggested
created, and Miss Neville appointed to
fi1l it. But T believe there is at this
time not the slightest probability of
such action, and,therefore, I am griev-
ed at the unwitting injury that may be
done to me bhecause of the circumstabces
surrounding your petition and my own im-
mediate situation.

It is a well known fact in this com-
munity that the conditions of my 1life
prevented me from leaving my home to
take a university course. But these ve-
ry conditions also were the means of giv-
ing me the constant instruction of my fa-
ther, who was, as You know, a classical
scholar such as I should have found in
few universities, and whose particular
talent and taste for literature enabled
him to impart to me a training better,I
now see, than it would have been possi-
ble for me to receive elsewhere., Since
ceasing my studies at the State College
I have for the past ten years lahoured

on an average of nine hours a day to de-
velop the special 1line of work to which

I am called-- the interpretation of 1it-
erature in relation to life. I have
steadfastly refused all offers to be a
class room instructor, being convinced
that it would be wrong for me to hamper
or to dissipate the special gift I have
through attention to the technicalities
of teaching., I feel that I have a large
work to accomplish in the collepe,among
both men and women, and 1in order that my
efforts may be externally strengthened,
I am asking that I be made a regular mem-
ber of the faculty. T do not, as 1 told
you, wish to confine my interests mainly
to the women. I do not believe in work
for women as women, or for men as men.
I believe in equal opportunity-- before
the law, and in matters of education and
religion-- for the individual, not as
man or woman, not as of high or low es-
tate
I wish to ask if, when Yyou make
ybur spoken address to the members of
the Board of Trustees, you will not kind-
1y bear in mind the points I bring before
you, and so express yourself as not to
imply any disparagement of myself or of
the work T am most earnestly striving to
accomplish. I rest in perfect confidence




of the fairness and broad minded inten-
tions that animate you.
