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Elihu Root Receives Nobel Prize.

The award of the Nobel peace prize for 1912 to Elihn Root, announced from
Christiania, Norway, is gratifying to the United States. “Ihis is the second time
the peace prize has been awarded to a citizen of the United States since the be-
oinning of the awards in 1901. The first American to receive this recognition
was Theodore Roosevelt, to whom the award was made in 1906. The prize is
$40,000. Tt comes from the interest on a fortune left by Alired B. Nobel,
Swedish seientist, who invented dynamite.

The peace prize is awarded by a committee of five persons chogen by the
Norwegiin: storthing. * That is the reason news' of the award comes from Nor-
way, rather than from Sweden. Distribution of the prizes takes place each
vear on December 710, the anniversary of M. Nobel's death:  No award of a
peace prize was announced in 1912, but {his year awards are made for both
1912 and 1913, Senator Roof receives the 1912 award and Senator Henr: La-
Fontaine of Belgium, formerly president of the International Peace bureaw of |
Rerne, Switzerland, wins the 1913 prize,

Senabor Root's valuable activities in the pacification of the Philippines and

in' Cubm, and his handling of the American-Japanese disputes are mentioned as

reagons for the award.

Senator Root is a great lawyer, a great citizen and a great statesman. No
wan of intelligence can repd or hear his addresses without being impressed with
his power of mind and strength of character. Not as mugnetic as others of our
leading public men, he surpasses most of them in sheer force of intellect. He
would. make an excellent President of the United States, though he might have
difficulties in attaining the honor because he appeals to the mind rather than
to popular impulse. '

There are five kinds of Nebel prizes—physics, chemistry, medicine, liferature
and peace. In 1907 Profesgor Albert A. Michelson of the University of Chi(-ugn
was awarded the prize in physgics. “In 1912 Dr. Alexis Carrel of the Rockefeller
institute, New York city, received the prize in medicine. Dr. Cavrel (1s listed
as @ Ifrenchman.

The  fortune ’f_rofnrylyich the- prizes come amounts to about . $9,000,000.
Alfied Bl Nobel bequeathed 1v. for awards to those who lad "Ullll'iimic-d most

each year to “the good of humanity. The prizes arve paid cut of interest on
the $9,000,000 fund. Following are' the prizes and purposes as set forth'hy Nobei:

“One to the person who in the domain of physics has made the most im-
portant - discovery or invention; one to the person who has made the most
important’ chemical discovery ‘or invention: onc¢ to the persoi who has made
the most important discovery in the domain of medicine or physiology; one to
the person who in literature has provided the most excellent work of an ideal-
istic tendency, and one to the person who has worked most or best for the
fraternization of ‘mnations and the abelition' or reduction of standing armies and
the calling and propagating of peace congresses.”

T is under the last division that the awards were made to Theedote Roose-
velt and Elihu Root. The United States seems to stand higher in: statesman-
ship than in scientific discovery. if we may draw a conclusion from the various
awards of Nobel prizes.
