X-Ray Machine [

To Protect Workers \

X-rays from a 200000 volt ma-
chine, so powerful that it must be
housed in a special lead-lined room
with walls 20 inches thick, are used
to take radiographs of metal spec-
imens in the mining and metal-
lurgy laboratory.

To protect operators and observ-
ers from exposure to the penetrat-
ing rays of this super machine, ev-
ery major safety device known to

Tarnapol, assistant professor of met-
tallurgy.
This equipment, as modern as
that of any university in the coun-
surrounded

. is completely by
lead, and is sandwiched in the thick
lls, the six-inch concrete
roof. and the 2000 pound door. All
electrical connections and wires are
brought under the walls and up
through the floor, and are cased in
lead pipes, which the rays can not
penetrate.

The door is set two inches into
the floor, and the joint is sealed
laping lead sheets, sunk six

the machine will not operate if the
door is open.

The operator can observe the ma-
chine through a thick glass window,
twenty-five percent lead, and can
control the machine by handles and
dials from the outside.

Since high voltage in the air gen-
erates azone, which creates deadly
nitrous gases, a special vent of lead
batfles and high powered fans draw
the azone out of the room.

The 200000 volt oil-coled ma~
chine, housed in the west end of the
old Wendt forge shop in the engin-
eering quadrangle was used one
summer to x-ray test welds on the
all-welded state office building in
Frankfort, and to provide a test for
qualified welders. Radiogaphs, when
developed, show dark splotches to
indicate air bubbles and flaws in the
wild. Twenty-four new fencing folls,
purchased for the fencing team,
wee x-rayed and found flawless.

A 50,000 volt diffraction tube, es-
pecially built for the University, and
a completely eutppedy dark-room
for developing the negatives are also
|included in the installation. The
diffraction tube is used in atomic
structure research and has unlimit-
life, while the lager 200,000 volt tube
can be used only about 1000 hours.
