While administrators emphasize
that the University can prosper in
spite of budget cuts, fallout be-
comes more visible as the Dec. 10
Board of Trust meeting nears,
when the trustees could approve
UK's budget reduction plan

UK President Charles Wething-
ton has announced a list of six
guidelines — including the continu-

cuts visible as trustees meeting nears

ance of a non-faculty hiring freeze.

The University must cut from this
year’s operating budget $11.8 mil-
lion on the main campus and $3.28
million on the Community College
System. The cuts were mandated by
Gov. Wallace Wilkinson because of
a shortfall in projected state reve-
nue.

In a Friday memorandum to fa-
culty and staff, Wethington placed
University employees and educa-
tional support as the top two con-

siderations in making the cuts.

‘Wethington said layoffs

shouldn’t be necessary and that no
classes or class sections would be
canceled because of the budget, out-
side of normal enrollment consider
ations.

Chancellor for the Lexington

Campus Robert Hemenway said
students can expect larger class sec-
tions. Guidelines he is using for
making the cuts in his sector require
that lower-division classes have 15

In 1993-94, main campus stu-
dents would pay $880, and commu-
nity college students would pay
$360, while LCC students would
pay $690.

Those rates are subject to General
Assembly approval of compensa-
tion money for the Community Col-
lege System to offset the loss of tui-
tion money The system would
receive $382,000 in 199293 and
§764,000 in 1993-94.

If the legislature does not approve
the compensation money in its ses-
sion, which begins in January, tui-
tion would be frozen at current
rates, UK President Charles Weth-
ington said.

LCC’s tuition was set higher than
the other community colleges be-
cause it was originally Lexington
Technological Institute — part of
the main campus.

When UK instituted admission
standards in the carly '80s for the
Lexington Campus, the school’s
name was changed to LCC and it
officially became part of the Com-
munity College System. But tuition
remained equal to main campus.

Dropping or freezing tuition
would open LCC’s doors to more
students.

“I don’t see any reason why they
couldn’t have (10,000) or 12,000
students,” said Ben Carr, chancellor
for the Community College Sys-
tem. “There are lots of people in
Fayette County who are not going
1o college now because of the
cost.”

He said the proposed tuition re-
duction would allow LCC 1o “reach
some more people.”

LCC President Allen Edwards
said the tition reduction would
also allow the school to become
more diverse — a deficiency at
e

“We are not providing access to
some economically  depressed
classes in our service area, and that
often includes a lot of minorities,”
he said.

“We have, for a community col
lege, a very low number of minori-
ty students and a very low number
of women students. I think that
means that, probably, we are not
providing access (o single parents
who are typically women.”

Once, Magic would have been os-
tracized for such talk. Now even re-
ligious leaders praised his honesty.

He seemed immune from the fick-
leness of advertisers; Converse said
it would continue using Johnson o
sell its sneakers and buy S1 million
in television time this year for an
AIDS education campaign.

There were dissenters. Vice Presi-
dent Dan Quayle and many Roman
Catholic bishops endorsed absti-
nence

But they sounded slightly irrele-
vant in a country where more than
half the high school students have
sexual intercourse.

“We were empowered by Magic,”
said Tom Capra, producer of “To-
day,” which used the plastic penis
last week to demonstrate condom
use. “Right now the whole country
is so aware of the problem that thi
is the time to do it.”

NBC got about 80 calls concern-
ing the condom segment, mostly
supporting it.

Fox television announced it al-
ready had decided to become the
first network to accept condom
commercials. NBC and CBS said
they were reviewing their policies
against running such ads.

Moving beyond the vague gener-
ality of “safe sex,” experts filled
airwaves and printed pages with
frank talk about anal and oral sex,
vaginal fluids, practices such as
“fisting” (inserting one’s hand into
another’s anus) and swallowing se
men.

Readers learned about the damag-
ing effects of cooking oil on con-
doms, and how a man should hold a
condom on his penis while with-
drawing it from a woman’s vagina.

Such talk has long been part of
AIDS educational vernacular, par-
ticularly in big cities where the
plague flourished.

But now the news media carried
the message to bastions of tradition-
al morality, places where people

Chancellors and vice presidents
have been asked to make a 5 per-
cent permanent cut from their recur-
ring base budgets to meet cuts.

Wethington and others stressed
the positive in the face of the cuts

“We can get some very good
things done even in a time of bud-
get restrictions,” he said.

Chancellor for the Lexington
Campus Robert Hemenway said
UK's quality can be maintained in
spite of the cuts.

“If its excellence could be de-
stroyed by taking only 5 percent of
it away, then its original excellence
would have to be put in question.
And I don’t think that’s the case.”

Another casualty of the budget
cuts, though, is Hemenway's Inno-
vation and Excellence program,
which rewarded new ideas with
money taken from a 1 percent tax
on each sector of the Lexington
Campus

“It means that we won’t be able
10 go forward with many good ideas
that we had,” Hemenway said. But
“it does not mean that we are for-
getting those ideas.”

Hemenway said that new pro-
grams would be created through
normal procedures, including re;
quests by the deans

David Duke is not Louisiana’s future governor. More than 60 per-
cent of that state’s voters held their noses and voted for three-time
Gov. Edwin Edwards, awarding him an unprecedented fourth term
They had to hold their noses because Edwards twice has been in-
dicted for financial corruption.

Duke, a former Grand Wizard of the Ku Klux Klan, sent America
into a fit of hysteria for fear he would be elected governor. It was

And that is why Buchanan will run for president against Bush.

This means that Bush will be vying with a respectable conserva-
tive for the Republican nomination and possibly an unrespectable
former KKK member for a third political party.

All this points to trouble for the war president.

Bush has given up conservative issues because of countless com-
promises with Democrats. He cannot accept credit for legislation he
negotiated because they forced him into compromise. Those are
their issues. Bush is an issueless president with only his foreign pol-
icy to point to — and that is what bothers most people. He is a man
caught in the middle without an anchor. Bush is vulnerable

If Duke runs for president, he will be helping Democrats more
than anything else.

Sadly, Duke is the one rushing in to fill that void along with his
hateful past. Had Bush been more forceful and more directed, we
would not be faced with the prospect of a serious Duke candidacy
for president of the United States.

Who is really in control of media?

Recently, ubiquitous CNN corre-
spondent Peter Armett announced
that in his upcoming autobiography,
he will document that Americans
actually did bomb a milk factory in-
side Iraq — not a chemical weap-
ons plant, as the U.S. Pentagon
claimed.

Although to some this is hardly
shocking, Ameut’s firsthand ac-
count of the incident will be the
first time most Americans will
know about what actually hap-
pened.

This is how potentially damning
information of an omnipotent or-
gan, such as the U.S. Government
is usually disseminated — from a
book, months after the fact, by a re.
calcitrant reporter or public official

The government no longer can
risk the damage that can be incurred
by media having immediate access
to any anti-establishment informa-
tion, as it did during the Vietnam
War or Watergate. These events
should have underlined the need
and paved the way for the flow of
more immediate and truthful infor-
mation. Instead, they have taught
the governing bodies that the flow
of all information must be con-
trolled in order to retain power
This has made it harder for the
American public 1o attain contem-
poraneous, straightforward informa-

Douglas Kellner, a professor
from the University of Texas and
Author of Television and the Crisis
of Democracy, said that mainstream
media were nothing more than “a
conduit for Bush Administration
and Pentagon propaganda” during
the Persian Gulf War.

“We were subjected to the most
sophisticated propaganda campaign
and media management in history
during the Persian Gulf War. Part
of that was the pool system the Pen-
tagon set up. The Pentagon believed
the Vietnam War was lost by the
press,” Kellner said last month dur-
ing a speech at UK. During the war,

and every word that
were produced by the media had to
go through a military censor to
make sure that no negative informa-
tion came out

Kellner provided  information
substantiating Amett's claims. He
also gave undeniable evidence that
the U.S. government unleashed sev-
eral other pieces of 2 -

fore, during and after the war such
as

«Tens of thousands of Iraqi troops
were poised at the border of Saudi
Arabia and ready for attack after
they had invaded Kuwait. Actually,
the number of troops on the border
was greatly exaggerated in an effort
to scare the Saudis into letting U.S
troops into their country.

*Saddam Hussein was responsi-
ble for all of the oil that was spilled
and set on fire, damaging the envi-
ronment. However, the United
States caused nearly half the dam-
age by bombing Iraqi tankers.

*The bombing of Iraq was almost
flawlessly precise, when in really
about 70 percent of U.S. bombs
missed their targets

The governing bodies of many of
our nation’s universities also have
learned about the evils of free ex-
pression of opinion and

time indicated that the fountain area
in front of POT was off limits for
demonstrations.

Although the Lexington Herald-
Leader and the three TV stations
covered the demonstration, none of
the campus media covered it. After
receiving several complaints by stu-
dents that WRFL-FM officials were
intentionally ignoring the issue, the
incident was mentioned on “What's
Left in America,” a talk show on
the student-run radio station

Bill Verble, WRFL program di
rector, has responded to similar
complaints, saying members of the
staff do not comment on student af-
fairs.

Carlos Turner incident true tragedy

their athletic accomplishments.

Athletes
should not

be overlooked
for misdeeds

The front page of Sunday’s edi
tion of The Courier-Journal basical
ly hails Carlos Tumer as a man
with permission to act in violence
because society has been hard on
him.

Tumer, a high school basketball
player who played for Fairdale
High School in Jefferson County,
allegedly stabbed his girlfriend Ni-
cole Shrivers last week before turn-
ing the knife on himself.

This unprovoked and massive fit
of violence is not one he hasn't act
ed upon before

The Courier-Journal article con
tains a graphic that reads “Carlos
Turner: Hope and Tragedy.” Hope?

Hope that he will get off any
charges. The article was highlighted
by drawings of Turner, and the
whole article was surrounded by
photos of him on the basketball
court.

In May 1990, Turner and Shriv-
baby died of sudden infant
death syndrome. While the seem-
ingly death of a small child lost for
no apparent reason is stressful, but
it does not justify attempting to take
the life of another. The fact that
Turner grew up in the projects is ir-
relevant. What Turner did is not
Justifiable and he needs serious
help

According to reports, Tumner not
only stabbed Shrivers but previous-
ly had terrorized her. He had, said
Shrivers’ foster mother in the arti
cle, “broke Shrivers’ window with a
crowbar in September and also
struck her twice in public. He also
punched her in the jaw on Oct. 4.”

Shrivers stepmother said she had
requested and had been granted a
restraining order for Tumner in fall
1990. The rest of the story unfold-
ed last week

I'don’t care if Turner was a lead
ing contender for Kentucky's Mr.
Basketball that doesn’t have

]

ers

anything to do with the stabbing.
And I don’t care that he just signed
a national letter of intent to attend
the University of South Carolina.

He nearly killed someone, and
he's being portrayed as a victim of
his own emotions.

Turner and Shrivers had a child
out of wedlock a few years ago. No
matter how bad his life was, this
isn’t a rationalization for his behav-
ior. He is to blame

A person, even a basketball star,
can’t be expected to get over the
death of his child. The article point-
ed out that Turner carried a copy of
his son’s obituary tucked in his uni-
form. This clearly shows he wasn't
able to deal with the death

Although Tumner — and quite
possibly his girlfriend — may have
been unable to cope with the death
of a son, that's sill no excuse.
Turner should himself realize that

death causes great misery and heart-
ache. Why inflict that sort of pain
on others?
