There was a considerable delay in getting the delegates.together, and
it was one o'clock when T.M Gruelli, of Indlanapollb, called the conven-
tion to order. Fven then not more than 200 delegates had put in an ap-
pearance.

Col. D.F. Norton of Chicago, editor of the Greenback organ, was made

permanent chairman., He said they had met together for the purpose of
driving the first nail into the coffins of the two old parties,
