To make the
process easier, there are some
things to remember.

First of all, times will be outlined
according to alphabetical distribu-
tion. George Dexter, acting regis-
trar, said it takes approximately 20
minutes to check in a group so there
is no point getting there an hour
early and waiting outside.

Next, carefully read all instruc-
tions, especially those on page six of
the 1985 Spring Schedule of Classes.
“If students read instructions, there
would be 90 percent fewer prob-
lems,” Fister said.

Also, remember to bring your olh
cial schedule of classes.

If students wish to change their
meal plan, they can do so until Jan.
25 according to Allen Rieman, direc
tor of Food Services. There is a $25
charge for making a meal plan
change

To change their meal plan, stu
dents who live in residence halls
must do so through the housing of-
fice in the Service Building or in 206
Student Center, Rieman said. Stu
dents who have meal plans but do
not live in residence halls can make
changes the first week of classes in
206 Student Center or the second
week in the Food Storage Center be-
hind K-Lair grill

Students must pay for meal plan
changes before Jan. 29, Rieman
said. Students who do not live in res-
idence halls must make a $100 de-
posit for the card to be valid

Refunds for meal plan changes in
which the number of meals is re.
duced will be given after Jan. 29,
Rieman said

A meal card will be valid even if
the student’s fees have not been paid
in full, he said. But, “there is al-
ways a few that slip by because of
human error.” Students should ask
a food service employee to call the
office and check if they have al
ready paid the $100 deposit.
