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North Carolina Beaten

Another Triumph for State

Greatest Struggle on Stoll Field Seen
in Years

After sixty minutes of real football,
such as was never seen befor.: on Stoll
Field, State triumphed over North
Carolina. Both of State’s touch downs
were made by Bryan Shankiln, the
first by means of a forward pass,
while the second was the result of
a “slain tackle” play. |

During the first quarter things look-
ed very dublous for State, especially
when North Carolina made stronger
gains for seventy-five yards, only to
be stopped by an intercepted forward
pass. Not much gain could be made
against the “Tar Heels” in the first
quarter, but during the rest of the
game, everything was Kentucky; at
no time after the first quarter was
State’s goal in danger. The game in
detail, was a= follows:

First Quarter.

Shanklin kicked off at 3:10 p. m. to
Spencer who was downed cn the 20-
vard line. North Carolina made 20
yards through our line. Then on the
next play, our line held but Coach
Bride’s men made another gain, Belk
making 15 yards through L. T. Again
our line heid and Carolina was pen-
alized 15 yards for off side play. Then
they punted which Shanklin fumbled,
N. Carolina recovering the ball. On
a skin tackle play, they made 10 yards
and again cur line held. Shanklin
then intercepted a forward pass and
it was Kentucky's ball on their 30-

yard line. Carolina, so far, had gain-
ed at will. Skanklin carried the ball
around L. E. for 15 yards, Threlkeld

made 5 throngh the line. Watkins
lost a yard and Shanklin was forced

to punt., Winston being .tackled by

Johnson where he caught the ball.
N. Carolina punted. Shanklin pulled
off 5 yards around L. E. Threlkeld
gained footing through the line.
Shanklin  punted, Watkins tackling
his man on the spot. Spencer made
10 yards through the line. Then our
“wild cats” held those husky giants
three times and the ball went over.
Threlkeld again could gain nothing
through the line. Watkins was tack-
led behind the line and thrown for
a five-yard loss, Shanklin punted 25
yards, Carolina’s ball on 45-vard line.
They made five yards through Babb.
Gained the more around R. End.
Spencer reeled off 5 more aronnd Left
ind. Carolina was penalized 5 yards,
third down, seven yards to gain. For
the second time their heavy team was
held for downs, and the ball went
over. Shanklin gained 6 around L.
End, Threlkeld 3 yards through line.
Threlkeld bucked line for 2 yards
more, Shanklin could gain nothing
and this ended the first quarter, the
ball being in the middle of the field.
Both teams playing hard, the play be-
ing mostly in State's territory.
Second Quarter.

The second quarter began by Threl-
keld making 5 yards through their
line, then he made four more. On the
third attempi he was held. Watkins
could gain nothing. Shanklin tried a
place kick from the 30-yard line but
failed, Bab%, tackling his man where
ball was caught. N. C. was penalized
two yards. Then State held them on
their five-yard line. They punted,
“Spot” making a “fair catch.” Again
we tried a place kick but failed. Car-

olina’s ball on 25-yard line. They
punted, Shanklin returning bayl 10
yards. Shanklin made three yards
around end. Threlkeld gawed one
vard, Shanklir kicked outside, our
man recovering ball. Gaiser now punt-
ed for State. Gaiser kicked 25 yards.
State held. Held again, Gaiser mak-
ing a beautifui running tackle. Threl-
keld having no interference was
thrown for a loss. Threlkeld held.
Gaiser punted, Carolina returning ball
3 yards. State penalized 5 yards.
State held. N. Carolina penalized 20
yards. They kicked, and Giltner run-
ning through a scattered field, runs
55 yards before being thrown. Shank-
lin for the third time tried place kick
but missed. N. Carolina’s ball on
their 5-yard line. End of second
quarter. The playing mostly in N.
Carolina’s territory, they fighting hard
to stave off the inevitable—our touch-
down.
Third Quarter.

North Carolina kicked off to Giltner
who again by the fastest kind of run-
ning, good interference and good head
work, for the second time that day,
running through a widely scattered
mass, gained 55 yards on the return.
Shanklin gaired 2 yards around R.
E. Shanklin thrown for a loss. We
attempted forward pass, hit ground,

penalized, N. Carolina’s bail. They
punted, Giltner returning vards,
Threlkeld mede 1 yard. Watkins was
again thrown for a loss. Third down

11 yards to gain, N. Carolina’s ball on
the 35-yard line. Then on 2 pass of
Winston to Porter behind the line,
they were thrown for a loss. Then
Spencer went around Left End, for
10 yards. Gaiser, because of an injury
to his back, was taken out, and George
Shanklin put in. On the next play,
Capt. Webb stepping back from his
position at center, intercepted a for-
ward pass and made 12 yards, B.
Shanklin 15 yards through the mass,
Threlkeld gained two. Third down.
Shanklin punted 35 yards. On the
return punt Giltner fumbled North
Carolina man falling on ball. Withers
gained 1 yard. The University boys
were penalized 15 yards. N. C. punt-
ed. Giltner returned ball five yards.
Threlkeld gaired 2 more. B. Shank-
lin made two more. B. Shanklin
punted and the N. C. man was tackled
on the spot. North Carolina fumbles,

grass stock farms that are
throughout the country. On last Sat-
urday the ciass went to the farm of
Gay Bros., at Pisgah, Ky., and on the
Saturday previous to Gano Johnson’s
at Mt. Sterling, Ky. At these places
the best types of the Demmark and
Chief horses were studied. This
week the trip will probably be to
Renick’s farm near Winchester, where
some of the best Short-horn cattle in
America are raised. Later, most of
the class wil. go with Prof. Hooper
to the International Stock Show at
Chicago.

Elmendorf, which is connected with
the College affords excellent opportu-
nities to students for live stock work.
Dr. Scovell, Director of the Experi-
ment Station and College of Agricul-
ture, who is recognized everywhere
as an expert Jersey judge. is in charge
of the breeding, experimental feeding,
etc., of the ccws in that dairy. He
has, this last week, been acting as
judge of dairy cattle at the Illinois
State Fair.

A stock-judging team comuosed of
J. du P. Oosthinzen, G. C. Routt and
E. F. Worthington is now being coach-
ed by Prof. Hooper in preparation for
the judging contests at the National
Dairy Show at Chicago, on the 21st of
October.

The judging will consist of two
rings of each of four classes of dairy
cattle, namely, Jerseys, Ayrshires,
Guernsneys and Holstein Friesians.
A trophy is offered for the best work
on each class and also one for the best
average on all the classes. Also a
$400 scholarship is offered for best in-
dividual work of one student. All
of the largest agriculture collegés in
the country will send teams and con-
sequently the contest will be a close
one. Our boys have been doing some
very hard work in preparation and
should stand a good chance of winning
a trophy. Later on a team will be at
the International Live Stock Show.

THE ADOPTION DANCE.
(Virginia Gaddy, Delaware.)
The Adoption Dance is one of the

ceremonial dances Of the Shawnees. |

This is quite different from one of
the festive dances. They came many
miles around and camp; their faces
are painted and their persons deco-
rated with beads.

They dance all day and night with-
out eating. A bonfire is built in the
center of the camp and they dance
around this. The fire is kept burning
about the same all the time. This
serves also as their light.

The adoption dance is rather quiet,
more so than the other dances. The
women do most of the singing and
they sing very low. They dance
around the circle in twos. The men
dance together in front, and the wom-
en together in the rear.

The two leaders in front are usually
the ones who are adopting the child.
They carry tin pails; in these are rub-
ber balls, which bounce and keep time
with the drummer. This is all the
music they have to dance by. If a
large crowd is assembled, they may
two or three drums.

At these dances they must have
very good order. No drunkenness is
allowed. The dance is in a grove, and
if anyone does not behave decently
they tie him to a tree for the rest of
the dance. After the dance they have
a great feast, which lasts all day, and
visitors, and all those who attend the
dance, are invited to partake of the
feast.—Carlisle Arrow,
