Presidential Convocation Asked
For Socialist Workers Candidate

The Students for a Democrat-
ic Society (SDS) is initiating a
petition for presentation before
the Faculty Senate in an effort
to secure a presidential convo-
cation for Socialist Workers Par-
ty candidate Fred Halstead.

Halstead is to speak hereOct.
27 as a result of an invitation
issued earlier this year by SDS.

The petition has been en-
dorsed by SDS and the Com-
munity Alliance for Responsible
Social Action (CARSA) and sup-
port from other campus political
groups also is being sought.

The petition is to be presented
before the Faculty Senate Mon-
day by Dr. Joseph Engelberg
of the bio-physics department.

It is to read as follows:

““Acting upon a request by
President Kirwan, the Faculty
Senate recently approved the call-
ing of special presidential con-
vocations at which three presi-
dential candidates—Richard
Nixon, George Wallace and Hu-
bert Humphrey—would be per-
mitted to address the students,
faculty or staff. These convoca-
tions are open also to the gen-
eral public.

“There are four presidential

candidates on the 1968 ballot of
the Commonwealth of Kentucky.
Three of the candidates are cited
above. The fourth candidate is
Fred Halstead, representing the
Socialist Workers Party. (Mr. Hal-
stead is also on the ballot of
2 other states.)

““The undersigned respectfully
request that the Senate extend
its permission for a special pres-
idential convocation to the case
of Fred Halstead. By this act
the Senate would assure that all
presidential candidates on the
Kentucky ballot would have an
equal opportunity to present their

views at the University of Ken-
tucky.”

The story appearing in
Wednesday's Kemei on Hal-
stead’s coming to UK was in
error in saying the Faculty Sen-
ate must approve the speaking
appearance.

No approval is required for
Halstead to address an SDS meet-
ing open only to the University
community.

SDS also says it is inviting
Halstead as a presidential cand-
idate and not in any way as a
challenge to the relevant speakers
policy pending before the Board
of Trustees.

Has Already Returned Draft Card

UK Student Will Return Induction

“After several hs of prayer, i and I have

decided to retum my draft card. Conscience compels me to refuse

all further cooperation with a system that promotes and condones

killing and violence. I cannot have any part of such an anti-human

system, and I will do everything in my power to non-violently

overcome such a system. I am firn in my convictions and I am
doing this fully aware of the consequences.”

Michael J. Fallahay
Letter to his draft board
August 26, 1968
With those words of explanation Mike Fallahay, a Univensity
senior, retumed his draft card to his local board two months
ago.
Before this month is over he expects to receive his notice of
induction into the armed forces. As he did with the card, Fallahay
will retum the induction notice and then await arrest by the FBI
In time, he will be convicted of not cooperating with the Selec-
tive Service System and will be sentenced to five years in jail
and possibly fined $10,000
Fallahay, who studied for the Roman Catholic priesthood for
two and a half years before coming to UK last January, said he
“fully expected the penalty’” when he took the initial action
Having been opposed to the war in Vietnam for over two
years, he said he wasn't sure of which course of action to follow
He thought of applying for Conscientious Objector status but
decided against the idea because it would have been “acknowl-
edging the right of existence of the Selective Service System, which
I can't in conscience agree with."”
He said his decision not to cooperate with the draft system
was influenced by his reading, mainly the works of Chandi, Martin
Luther King, Henry David Thoreau and Thomas Merton.

From them he came to “fully accept” the idea of civil dis
obedience. He said his is a ““deliberate violation in a system that
is intrinsically evil”” and that he is willing to pay the consequences
of his violation.

In mid-September Fallahay received a 1-A classification, having
forfeited his 2-S student deferment by tuming in his card. With
his 1-A classification he also got a delinquency notice and a standard
sheet on “‘Advice of right to personal appearance and appeal.”
He retumed all three items to his local board in New Rochelle,
N.Y. with a note stating that he intended to remain firm in his
convictions.

Fallahay will remain in school at UK until his trial comes up.
He expects the trial to be held in New York where his draft board
is located, even though his present residence is officially in Louis-
ville.

He is the second UK student to refuse to comply with the draft
Don Pratt refused induction last spring and was subsequently
convicted and sentenced. His case is now pending appeal in
United States circuit court in Cincinnati. The appeal will probably
be heard in November or December

Fallahay attended Maryknoll Theological Seminary in Clen
Ellyn, Ill. before coming to UK. He is currently a member of the
Students for a Democratic Society (SDS) and is on the steering
committee of that organization

He did not inform his parents of his decision before he retumed
the card but he said they now completely support him.

Fallahay has been very active in the Civil Rights movement
in the past few years. While attending Maryknoll he spent two
summers working in Simpson County, Mississippi

There he did voter registration work and taught ** Freedom School™”
classes which were set up to help prepare black children who were
going to attend white schools for the first time

The “‘obstructionist element’”
Vail referred to is probably the
Students for Action and Respon-
sibility (SAR). SAR members op-
posed the ““Dixie”” bill that was
defeated last week. That bill
would have requested the play-
ing of “Dixie”” at future athletic
events.

Vail said that the referendum
does not request or demand the
playing of “Dixie.”” It simply
asks the students to express their
views.

Thom Pat Juul, a member of
SAR, said earlier that if a refer-
endum was brought up he would
oppose calling it from committee
in order to give the issuea chance
to cool down.

He said that he could not
speak for SAR but that they
would probably oppose calling
it from committee also.

If the bill is brought up to-
night, it will receive its first
reading and be referred to a
committee. A motion can then
be made to suspend the rules
and bring it to the floor im-
mediately. A motion of this sort
requires a two-thirds majority
to pass.

Juul said the students should
know that there is nothing that
Student Government can do to
force the band to play “Dixie.”
He added that no matter how
many students were for it, if
interim President A. D. Kirwan
is against it there is nothing
they can do about it.

President Kirwan has already
expressed his distaste of the play-
ing of the song.

Juul said that if this had
something to do with student
affairs it would be different, but
that the band comes under the
Athletic Association.

“I, personally, will vote
against calling it (the bill) from
committee,”” he added.
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KUAC To Begin
Hearings In Pikeville

FRANKFORT (AP)-The
Kentucky Un-American Activi-
ties Committee will begin its
second investigation Oct. 15—
public hearings in Pikeville on
Appalachian problems.

The hearings are expected to
last at least two, possibly three
days according to Tim McCall,
director of the legislative joint
committee.

McCall declined to disclose
the nature of the Pikeville in-

vestigation. He would not reveal
the names of witnesses sub-
poenaed to appear.

It is speculated that the in-
vestigation will involve sedition
charges brought against three
anti-poverty workers by Pike
County officials last year.

The case was never heard.
The Sixth U.S. District Court in
Lexington ruled Kentucky's se-
dition law unconstitutional.

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WKU Welcomes Legality Action

BOWLING CREEN (AP)-
The president of Westem Ken-
tucky University said Wednes-
day he welcomes any action to
determine the legality of its plan
to underwrite a bond issue for
Kentucky Southem College.

Kelly Thompson, in an ad-
dress to the board of regents,
said Westem had only one ob-
jective in agreeing to back the
$4.2 million bond issue: “We

wanted to save Kentucky South-
em from financial disaster.”

Thompson said Western
“won’t be placed on the defen-
sive by criticism of a plan not
based on fact.”

His comments were the first
from a Westem official since the
state Council on Public Higher
Education announced it would
ask the attorney general for an
opinion on the proposal.

Thompson recalled that the

regents had been informed that
“I considered it (the proposal)
was covered under the canopy
of legality. If there are ques-
tions about the legality, I am
as anxious as others to find out
whether it is legal.”

Westem's regents approved
the idea on Sept. 21 after a per-
sonal appeal from Rollin S. Bur-
hans, president of Kentucky
Southem. .

The University, through its
Placement Service, is attempting to
offer the students a necessary ser-
vice. The fact that about 60 per-:
cent of the last year’s senior class
registered with the Service in or-
der to find jobs after graduation
is a tribute to Col. James Alcom
and the rest of his staff.

In a world as complex as ours
and in a University as impersonal
as this one, it is encouraging to
know that those people over in the
Old Ag Building are interested in
the individual, and are willing to
help students long after gradua-
tion.

Members of the faculty and ad-
ministrators should realize, how-
ever, that the University’s responsi-
bility to the business world begins
and ends at the Placement Service
doors. Faculty members particular-
ly should understand that their
duty is not one of job training,

but of education, using that word
in its broadest meaning.

Students should be stimulated
in class, not taught. Students
should be challenged in the class-
room, not pampered. Spoon-fed
knowledge is useless, and the edu-
cator should not rely upon it.

The state furnishes trade schools
for those who want them, and
these schools do an adequate job
of training persons for jobs. The
trade school is the place where the
trade should be leammed, not the
university. The University should
be the center of learning, the place
where ideas are fostered. In this
way the University serves its duty
to the real world.

The Placement Service can and
should serve as a link between
the center of knowledge and learn-
ing and those on the outside who
want and need this rare value.
At present, it seems to be doing
just that.

One of the paradoxes frequently faced
in a democratic system is that of sup-
porters of democracy employing tactics
much more appropriate to ideological sys-
tems which they wish to oppose than
to that which they say they support.
John Kirk, a UK law student, has given
us an ideal example of such tactics in
a recent letter to the editor concerning
Professor Leonard Jordan of the Sociology
Department. We reply to Mr. Kirk out
of concern for simple justice for Prof
Jordan, and to clarify the role which an
effective department of sociology must

his mind and the falseness of his
argument perhaps better than anything
else can. Kirk tears out of context and
juxtaposes badly mangled quotes from
Prof. Jordan and interposes emotion-rid-
den facts on Vietnam. He moums the
losses in Vietnam. So do we. Prof. Jor-
dan has been deeply concerned also and
out of that concern he gave his support
to a Democrat, Senator Eugene McCar-
thy.

As Prof. Jordan makes eminently clear
in the published interview, his chief con-
cern is with “the younger Marx, the hu-
manist, the Marx who was interested
in the question of alienation.” Any dis-
tortions of Marx which are expressed as
rigid ideological positions by present day
devotees of “Marxism" would stand nec-
essarily in opposition to that Marx. Karl
Marx had a theory of society and social
change which is quite separate from his
ideological position. Further, Marx, like
Hitler, Jesus Christ, Ho Chi Minh, and
John Kennedy, was a leader of his time
and has had a profound effect, in tum,
upon this society in our time. These are
reasons enough why sociologists must and
should take note of and analyze his im-
pact. We don’t believe that a naive con-
ception of “communism’ nor a distorted
conception of the relationship of the his-
torical Karl Max to the various modem
forms of “communism,” such as that
displayed by Mr. Kirk, is a tolerable
position for a man of intellect. Simplistic
approaches have no place among edu-
cated people.

Mr. Kirk has suggested that Governor
Nunn's office should get a copy of the
Kemel interview. We think we have a
much better suggestion. We think that
instead of sending the article on Prof.
Jordan toGovemnor Nunn's office, perhaps,
it would be more apropos if Mr. Kirk's
letter were sent to the office of the Dean
of the Law School in commentary on
Mr. Kirk's ability to understand the bases
of American law—especially the First
Amendment. Mr. Kirk gives us reason to
pause and wonder if he, when he attains
his law degree, will be able to defend
clients whose rights to free speech under
First Amendment have been threatened
We want lawyers who will defend our
rights to freedom of speech.

We want neither the silence
which has been brought by the Russian
guns and tanks in Czechoslovakia nor the
silence which Mr. Kirk would like to
bring to bear from Governor Nunn's office.
We want a free society and a free uni-
versity where the significant intellectual
figures of every field are presented, dis-
cussed and understood and where our
professors know they are safe from harass-
ment on the part of campus, state and na-
tional representatives of totalitarian think-
ing.
And we offer a final thought on Prof.
Jordan. Some professors sleep through
their days in the university, some cagily
play academic politics and some carmry
on a dialogue with their times. Leo-
nard Jordan is a master of dialogue. It
is an uncommon talent in this place
where it should be an everyday way of
life. We not only want to hold on to
the masters of dialogue that we have,
like Leonard Jordan, but, in addition, we
want their numbers to grow.

This letter is from one who enjoys
hearing “‘Dixie.”” It is tuneful, it is rous-
ing, and has no racist wording. I have
enjoyed it many times without any thought
whatsoever of the race question.

Howevey, if it is offensive to persons,
I ceally can see no good reason for its
continued use. There are many other
songs for sports events including the UK
school song.

There ace three points which I would
like to suggest in this discussion of Dixie
po and con. (1) It is contended that
Dixie is a regional song and not racist —
it symbolizes the south as a region
A quick check in the library will reveal
that with every legal action to end racial
discamination thece have come anguished
cres contending that such legislation or
enforcement will “end the Southern way
of life.”” In such instances cacism (i.e. dis
crimination because of race) is equated
with the southem regional life. Thus

Dixie—the regional song—inescapably as
the symbol of the region is associated
with the “southem way of life.”" is also
a symbol of what that way of life repre-
sents in racial discrimination.

(2) Never have I met a person who
considers himself a racist. The word has
amultitude of connotations. Yet, discrim-
ination according to race continues so
somewhere among us there must be those
who make distinctions by race.

(3) It is sad that the question of
Dixie has become a game with many
saying they are contending for Dixie
because demands were made for its ex-
clusion. This is a reactionary position
which does not reveal the best side of
an educational institution. Let us attempt
to decide the issue on its own merit
cather than by reaction.

I am sorry that in the past I have
enjoyed the music without thought of the
meaning. Many people want Dixie played
without having racist intentions. How
many do have cacist intentions is im-
possible to determine. At the best, the
continued playing of Dixie is thoughtless
insensitivity to the feelings of many UK
students.

Nationwide Election Day Protests Planned

NEW YORK (CPS) —With the
presidential elections one month
away, leftist student and peace
organizations across a broad spec-
trum have begun planninga ““fall
election offensive,” opening a
new phase in the national protest
of the electoral system which
began in Chicago last month and
which will continue through the
inauguration in January

The National Mobilization to
End the War in Vietnam (known
as “Mobe™" for short), a loosely
formed organization which in the
past has coordinated many of the
mass anti-war demonstrations
and which earlier this year called
for the protest in Chicago, is the
one group so far to become spe-
cific about its plans

Mobe leaders say they are
calling on students to ““find new
ways of voting this year—in the

The thrust of the activities,
he said, will be to link the con-
tinuing war in Vietnam with
the concept that our present po-
litical system, rather than dealing
with the situation, tends to per-
petuate it. The program’s main

» On the weekend prior to the
elections, possible presentation
of anti-war generals at public
hearings at which the issues sur-
rounding the war would be pre-
sented, combined with

P Delegations of anti-wardem-
onstrators visiting the nation's
35 key military bases,”” located
mostly in the East and South,
staging marches and “‘love-ins,”
concluding with

» The declaration of November
2 as Vietnam Sunday and urging
clergymen opposed to the war
to speak out against it to their
congregations;

P Theorganization of massral-

lies on the eve of election day
supporting a boycott of the elec-
tions as irrelevant and illegiti-
mate, combined with activities
the following day including

» Mass demonstrations at poll-
ing places of the major candi-
dates plus various other activi-
ties, including leafleting and
guerrilla theatre performances, at
other polling places all across the
country

““The important point about
Mobe’s planning,”” Potter said
““is that it provides a chance to
re-introduce the war in Vietnam
as an issue nationally.”

The gathering, attended by
about 20, marked the first such
meeting in the city of radical
campus and peace groups inter-
ested in protesting the elections,
but already the lines of political
difference could be seen emerging.

Jeff Shero, editor of the New
York underground newspaper,
Rat, objected to so strong a con-
nection between the elections and
the war. “We should try to tie
the protest more to the on-going
demands of the movement,”” he
said without becoming more spe-
cific. “The war is kind of an
old issue.”

Objections were also raised
to the idea of counter-election
polls at which persons opposed
to the three major candidates
could cast their vote at an al-
temative polling place set up for
the day by the protestors.

Stuart Lifts Track Hopes

Two years ago about this time
there was much talk in Clas-
gow, Ky., of a boy named John
Stuart who could toss the shot
put farther than any other boy in
Kentucky.

People didn’t believe it until
he became the state shot put
champion in his junior year.

In his senior year at Clasgow,
Stuart broke the Kentucky shot
put record time after time and
gained national recognition.

Wooed by more than 150
schools (among them UCLA,
USC, Tennessee, and Indiana),
Stuart chose to attend UK.

“It was pretty close to home,””

said the 242pound freshman.
“UK was supposed to get an in-
door facility, and the track pro-
gram here is pretty good.”

Brightens UK Hopes

So now the shot put cham-
pion is at UK, which has con-
siderably brightened the Wild-
cats’ hopes for a strong finish in
the SEC track circle.

Stuart’s best throw of the high
school shot in competition was
66 feet 5 3/4 inches, more than
seven feet farther than the pre-
vious state high school record.
