SEED INSPECTION IN KENTUCKY, 1934-1936

Observations of the seed market thruout the State indicate
general improvement in quality of agricultural seeds offered for
sale, There is less peddling of untagged seeds of doubtful
quality and fewer farmers are buying poor seeds. Farmers in
general appreciate the necessity of sowing the best seed, and are
using the State tags as a guide to good quality.

The results of official inspection of agricultural seeds on
sale in Kentucky from July 1, 1934, to June 30, 1936, are set
forth in this bulletin. During this period 4,018 lots of seed were
inspected in 131 cities and towns, and 345 official samples were
taken,

Table 1 shows the percentages of purity and germination,
and the presence of execessive amounts of noxious weed seed,
irregularities in tags, and the results of official analyses of
samples, The variations allowed in purity and germination are
those stated in the Rules and Methods of Testing approved by
the Official Seed Analysts of North America. Results within
the allowed variation are marked with () if above, or (—) if
below, statements on offieial tags. Variations greater than those
allowed constitute violations of the Seed Law, and such results
are printed in black-faced type. A liberal interpretation of
these rules has been made in this report.

Table 2 contains a summary to show the kind and number
of violations detected. :
