Coach Rupp, who has developed
great centers at Kentucky, ranks
Groza among the best pivot men
ever to perform in the Southeastern
conference. “Big Alex can do it
all” says Rupp. as Groza's height
makes of him tops on the rebounds.
He has scored 151 points so far this
season.

Groza scored 27 points in the
Temple game to hold the highest
individuals scoring for the season,
which equals the record of Milt
Ticco in the 1942-43 season and also
the record of Jack Parkinson in one
of last year's games, but was six
points shy of Leroy Edwards’ record
in 1935

Groza will have one more chance
to beat the record when he plays
his last game with the Wildcats on
ﬂnlurdly night before becoming a
member of Uncle Sam’s team.
