He is also
chairman of the board of directors of
the College Football Association.

As president of the principal institu-
tion of higher learning in the
Commonwealth, Dr. Singletary is greatly
concerned with the University's role as a
land grant institution, a “people’s
university” accessible to all who can
profit from education.

In the 13 years Singletary has been
president, the University of Kentucky
has grown in enrollment to about 23,000

They have four
children: Mrs. Barry “Lisa” Thaxton of
Lexington; Mrs. Jim “Laurie” Hill of West
Liberty; Amy, a senior at the University
of Alabama; and Kip, a sophomore
member of the Transylvania University
basketball and tennis teams.

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When Terry Hall arrived at
Kentucky in 1980, the Lady Kats
were coming off their most
successtul season ever and
beginning to gain national respect.
They had been ranked in the Top
20 throughout the 1979-80 season
and had finished the year with a
24-5 record and a berth in the
AIAW National playoffs.

But the season was just a hint of
the great things to come under
Hall's guidance. The Lady Kats have
gone far beyond respectability and
into the perennial role of national
contender. They have been ranked
in the Top 20 every week and
averaged 24 wins per season since
Hall's arrival.

In her first year at UK, Hall's Lady
Kats went 25-6, winning the
Kentucky Women's Intercollegiate
Conterence and reaching the final
round of 16 in the AIAW National
tournament. Hall was named the
KWIC Coach of the Year that
season.

In 1982 and again last season the
Lady Kats were considered among
the top contenders for the NCAA
championship. The 1981-82 squad
won the Southeastern Conference
championship and reached the
quarter-finals of NCAA play before
losing to eventual national
champion Louisiana Tech on the
Lady Techsters' home floor. Last
year's Lady Kats were ranked fourth

in the nation but fell to Indiana in
the first round of the NCAA
tournament.

Hall's record at KentucRy is 72-19,
and considering Kentucky's tough
scheduling habits (10 games with
ranked opponents last season AND
this season), a .791 winning
percentage is outstanding. Her
career record is 165-79. That mark
includes one season at Eastern
KentucRy, five at Louisville and
three at Kentucky.

Hall began her coaching career in
the high school ranks. Following
her graduation from Indiana State
in 1966, she was named head coach
at Butler High School in Louisville.
In five seasons at Butler, Hall
coached her teams to two Jefferson
County titles and an overall record
of 69-33.

Then it was on to Eastern
Kentucky University, where Hall
earned her Master’'s Degree in 1974
and was immediately named head
basketball coach. The Lady Colonels
went 14-6 that season and won the
KWIC title over KentucRy,
Louisville, Western, Morehead,
Murray and Northern KentucRy.

Hall then accepted the coaching
job at Louisville, where she was
faced with rebuilding a program.
She succeeded, guiding the Lady
Cards to a 79-54 record over five
years. In 1979-80, her last season at
U of L, the Lady Cards won their
first Metro Conference
championship. Hall also coached
tennis and softball at U of L.

A native of Salem, Ind., Hall
earned both her undergraduate and
graduate degrees in Health and P.E.
While attending Indiana State, she
starred in basketball, field hockey
and volleyball. She was honored
with the “I” Woman Award in 1965,
and received the prestigious
Hillman Award in 1966 as the most
outstanding female athlete at ISU.

Coach Hall on Kentucky's Style
of Play: “Our style of play, or
trademark, is the fast break. We
believe that applying immediate
pressure on the defensive team is
one of the best ways to win a
basketball game. KentucRy is one of
few teams in the country totally
dedicated to fast break basketball.
Defensively, we play whatever
defense we feel will exploit our
opponents’ weaknesses. Our main
concerns are controlling the tempo
of the game, teamwork, and shot
selection by our players.”

Coach Hall on Working With the
Players: “I place a high premium
on hard work and dedication to the
task at hand. I want my players to
feel the same way. I try to teach
them that “doors of opportunity”
open and close very quickly in life
as well as on the basketball court.
So always be prepared. In the span
of a lifetime, their 4 years of college
basketball is short, therefore they
should work hard, be dedicated,
excel, and enjoy the opportunity
that exists."”

The Kentucky Lady Kats basketball team is hop-
ing that Tuesday’s 74-45 upset of No. 20 Rutgers
will mark the beginning of a new streak. The vic-
tory snapped a five-game homecourt losing streak
and a three-game overall losing streak. Now Coach
Terry Hall's squad wants to put a few more wins
together and have a...yes, a winning streak.

It certainly won’t be an easy task, however.
Kentucky’s game tonight is against Dayton, owner
of a 14-1 record and the No. 1 national ranking
in Division Il. Then it’s on to Vanderbilt Sunday,
where the Lady Kats meet the owners of 12-3
record and a very impressive win streak. The Lady
Kats game at Vandy has been moved up from 2
p.m. to 1:30 to avoid a conflict with the Super
Bowl.

In Dayton, Kentucky meets a veteran team that
welcomes five starters back from a 20-10 squad.
UD’s only loss was last Wednesday against Cin-
cinnati, which edged the host team 68-63. Cincin-
nati also owns an 84-77 win over Kentucky in the
season opener for both teams.

Dayton is led in scoring and rebounding by 5-11
Division Il All-American Donna Burks, who
averages 22.5 points and 11.6 rebounds. Guard
Leah Abla (15.3), center Theresa Yingling (13.6)
and guard Pam Palmer (10.1) also boast double-
figure scoring.

Vanderbilt, meanwhile, is on a roll of its own
and is making noise for Top 20 mention. Since ear-
ly season losses to No. 6 Mississippi and No. 13
Auburn, the Lady Commodores’ only defeat was
last Saturday at Georgia, when a last-second
basket was disallowed for being released after the
buzzer. If it had counted, Vandy would have
beaten the No. 2 Dogs, but instead, Georgia
prevailed 87-86.

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Runge Relying of Self-Confidence

Jody Runge has been a Lady Kat for a long
time, but just last year was she able to begin
establishing herself as an intimidating factor in the
Kentucky lineup. That was due in part to the talent
preceding her, such as Liz Lukschu and Valerie
Still. Those early years were tough for her, but
going up against such talent day after day in prac-
tice was what eventually developed her into the
confident, sure-handed player she is today.

Runge sharpened her skills even more last year
by playing in all but two games for the Lady Kats,
adding to her experience while increasing her
strength. That strength which Runge brings to the
inside game is what the 1983-84 squad is depen-
ding on and, so far, has materialized in the form
of 10.6 points and 3.9 rebounds per game. At the
same time, she has compiled a team-leading total
of 24 blocked shots against opponents while be-
ing sixth in the playing time.

As a senior, Runge not only leads on the floor,
but said she hopes to provide a source of direc-
tion for her teammates outside the gym. “’One of
my major roles is that of leadership. And | think
the team looks to me for offensive contributions
and to try and make things happen on defense.”’

In fact, defense has been her strong point in re-
cent games, and though she said she doesn’t
necessarily think about blocking shots, intimida-
tion is a key for her success at center.

"] don’t concentrate on blocks, but instead, |
concentrate on trying to take my player out of the
game by denying her of the ball and making it real-
ly tough for her to get a shot off,” Runge said.
"Once you do that to a player, it makes her hesi-
tant the next time, and whether you smack it
down her throat and get a foul or not, it's a big
factor in playing defense,”

Though Runge agrees that defense is the
primary improvement she has made in her game
since coming to UK, another important ingredient
for her has been confidence. "My confidence has
really improved and | think that just recently some
other people on the team are starting to get that
confidence in me. | had to prove it over the last

four or five games, but | can do it, whether | sit
on the bench or not.”

Runge was the No. 2 player in the state of lowa
her senior year and, after several considerations,
decided to come to Kentucky to play basketball
under then head coach Debbie Yow. Her future
plans after this year include finishing her Biology
degree and enrolling in Optometry school
wherever she is accepted. But until that time, she
has 14 more games and post-season play to think
about with the Lady Kats.

“I"ve really worked hard to get this far with the
team and, as a senior, | can see the younger
players going through many of the same things
I went through as a freshman. | play hard against
them because that's the way it was for me,”’ she
said. ""You have to tough it out and get strong
or you're not going to make it."”
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UK Gymnasts Hoping for NCAA Bid

When the women’s gymnastiscs team
takes the floor tomorrow at home against
Auburn, head coach Leah Little’s team will
be striving for two goals: a spot in the Top

Already this year the Kentucky squad has
broken into the 170s which last year’s team
wasn’t hitting until the end of the season.

"’Since we started a month ago, we have
already improved our score by 10 points
from the 160s to the 170s,”” Little said. I
am really excited about this year’'s team
because we are already scoring in the 170s
and haven’t even begun to reach our
peak."’

Backing Kentucky this year are two
freshmen who Little thinks will be able to
pace the team into its first NCAA ap-
pearance as well as a Top 20 ranking.

"Cindy Denker and Cindy Durr are do-
ing things in their first year that | haven't
had girls do until their third and fourth
seasons in collegiate competition,” Little
said. "'If they can adjust to the pressure of
competing on this level, | think that they
will be a big boost for our program.”

Little looks for all-around performances
in junior Joanne Corl and sophomore Col-
leen Lafferty. Both girls performed all-
around on last year’'s team and have the
experience to pace the team, according to
Little.

“Joanne and Colleen are two of our bet-
ter performers,”’ Little said. ““They are not
really able to hit the big tricks but they are
both consistent in the way they perform.”
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Consistency is one of the main things Lit-
tle stresses to her girls and she thinks it is
one of the main reasons the team perform-
ed below normal at the start of the season.

““What was really hurting was the fact
that we were inconsistent and we are still
having trouble with this,” Little said. ““We
need five of our girls to go out every meet
and hit everything to be able to break into
the Top 20 and have a chance at making
the NCAA."”

0pportunities for UK students are

not limited to the academic world.
Involvement in the social and
cultural aspects of University life
also is important.

Recognizing this, the University
provides the widest range of
opportunities for personal and
social development. If a student
likes music, for instance, the
Concert and Lecture Series brings
outstanding soloists and
symphonies on campus. There are
chamber music concerts and hard
rock concerts, impromptu bluegrass
groups and flute recitals. If one
likes to participate, opportunities
abound—there are several choral
groups, a marching band, the
symphony orchestra, the
symphonic band—or there is always
the guitar with a few friends under
the trees. Whichever one chooses,
at UK it's available—and there’s
someone to share it.

There are 22 national fraternities
and 16 national sororities on
campus. “Rush,” or member
recruitment, takes place before
classes begin, and informally
throughout the year.

In addition to supporting the
various Wildcat and Lady Kat teams,
men and women students take part
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as individuals or in groups in
competitive sports and in
intramural programs. The Seaton
Center houses facilities in
basketball, volleyball, badminton,
squash, wrestling, and table tennis.
An Olympic-size swimming pool,
tennis courts, and several sports
fields are available to students.

A similar variety of opportunities
in drama, student government,
athletics, service organizations, and
recreation, is available.

The city of Lexington also offers
UK students much in the way of
entertainment. Lexington has a
Philharmonic Orchestra, Chamber
Music Society, the Lexington
Singers, a Council of Arts, and a
local Ballet Company.
